27.      TOWN PLAN 2006 – 2011 
The Chairman introduced this item, outlining the purpose and format of the meeting. He suggested that the discussions, at this meeting would assist as a lead into the annual budget process. The Town Plan itself being in its first year has been looking at audits and reviews e.g. Open Spaces and Recreation Task Force and while some capital projects will be identified from these processes, this meeting will provide the opportunity for town councillors to contribute their own ideas for future projects/schemes.

Cllr C.D. Wild took members through the projects listed on the Flip Chart and then added a number of projects suggested by the members present. Indicative costs of the new projects were also noted.

The Town Clerk briefly gave a background to the individual projects / schemes and with the Town Surveyor’s assistance, answered member’s queries.

The Chairman then asked members to fill in the form so that priorities could be established when considering projects over the next 3 to 5 years. The selection would involve perhaps a subjective element and as such could be a balance for example, between benefit to the community versus cost and difficulty of implementation. Some members advised that they would complete their form when they had the opportunity to reflect on the various issues discussed.

It was also suggested that the details discussed this evening would be circulated to all town councillors and that they would be invited to complete the priority form.

The Chairman closed the meeting and thanked everybody for their contribution. Members present felt that this meeting had been very useful and informative. The Chairman advised that an analysis report would be submitted to the next meeting of this committee.
