31.      OPEN SPACES AND RECREATION TASK FORCE 

Councillors considered the minutes of the meeting held on 7 February 2006. 

            The Town Clerk advised that the minutes had also been submitted to the Plans Committee meeting on 20th February 2006 and in respect of item 8.1, the Environment Agency would be contacted regarding the provision of a footbridge over the river Asker and the football ground car park had been referred to the Highways and Transportation Sub Committee.

            The Town Clerk reported on the latest situation concerning his discussions with WDDC on the proposed play area at West Bay.

             Having regard to the recent town council approvals, the sub committee considered it opportune to write to WDDC giving support to the Hostel proposal for the New Zealand site and the Community Apple Orchard in the area of land behind St Mary’s Church, Bridport. 


RESOLVED: that;

TOWN PLAN
(a) Councillors considered the Project List, ENCL: 1603. The list covered approved projects, which the town council would like to undertake over the next 3-5 years. Members considered that these should now be incorporated in the Town Plan and the Chairman undertook to make the necessary adjustments to the plan document.

RECOMMENDED: that the Project List be approved and incorporated in the Bridport and West Bay Town Plan, noting that the approved Estimates 2006/2007 included budget provision for the schemes highlighted in the above report.

(b) The next steps. Councillors discussed various aspects of the town plan and considering that it was in its first year, they were pleased with the progress that had been made. There was a link between the aspirations of the town plan and the concept of sustainable communities. Having regard to the above discussion (32a), the town plan should be updated and re-launched for the new financial year. 

The Chairman had previously compiled a power point presentation, which could be updated, and be part of the re-launch of the town plan and this could co-incide with the Annual Parish Meeting on 2 May 2006. Other suggestions included a special open council meeting at which the public could comment on the town plan and making presentations to residents associations / community groups. 

RECOMMENDED: that;

(a) the progress of the Bridport and West Bay Town Plan in its first year be noted,

(b) the Bridport and West Bay Town Plan be updated and re-launched in the new financial year with a series of presentations undertaken, including a special council meeting to discuss the town plan.
