MINUTES

The minutes of the meeting of the Sub Committee held on 15 March 2005 were confirmed as a correct record and signed by the Chairman.

DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST

Cllr C.D. Wild stated that he was involved with a number of community groups, which were promoting various projects, although none of which were specifically being discussed at this meeting but may come up in general discussion.

5.
TOWN PLAN

Consideration was given to a report of the Town Clerk, ENCL: 1483. Agenda items (a) and (b) were discussed as one item. 

The draft remit for the Open Spaces & Recreation Task Force was discussed and although allotments were seen as an integral part of the term ‘recreation’ it was agreed that under the terms of reference, allotments should be included as a specific item. As five members have been appointed to the Task Force, this needed to be addressed in the remit document. The way forward was for an inaugural meeting to be arranged as soon as possible.

The draft remit for the Market and Business Liaison Sub Committee was discussed. It was recognised that this would be a change of direction for the sub committee and the Chairman suggested that a member ‘champion’ was needed to drive the changes envisaged. The sub committee considered that a seminar/workshop featuring training could be a most useful event to attract local businesses and organisations and be a means to initiate good liaison and dialogue with this sector.

Cllr C.D. Wild (leader of the Council) advised of the meetings he had attended recently in connection with the possibility of providing a Jurassic Classroom/Meeting Room as an additional building to the proposed buildings on the Mound and the water sports groups who have come together and were working on a joint strategy. In respect of the overall regeneration scheme, there was now a great deal of activity taking place and the town council’s comment regarding consultation had led to a meeting with the Leader and Chief Executive of West Dorset District Council (WDDC), at which he was accompanied by the Town Clerk. A further meeting was due to take place this week with the WDDC Technical Services Manager with a view to bringing the feedback of these various meetings together.

The Town Clerk advised that he had received two letters of feedback from the circulation of the Town Plan, namely the Chamber of Trade and Commerce and the South West Regional Development Agency. The points made were noted and that the Town Clerk would draft a suitable reply.

RESOLVED: that the Chairman makes the appropriate amendments to the remits as discussed above and liaises with the Town Clerk to arrange the inaugural meeting of the Open Spaces & Recreational Task Force.

RECOMMENDED: that;

(a) the revised terms of reference for the Open Spaces & Recreational Task Force and Market and Business Liaison Sub Committee be approved,

           (b) the Market and Business Liaison Sub Committee be asked to arrange a business seminar on the topic of training.
