THE CIVIC YEAR

The Civic Year runs from May, with the election of the Mayor, Deputy Mayor and Leader of the Council taking place at the Annual Mayor Making in late May.
These roles and those of the Chairmen of the Committees are filled by Councillors who have been nominated and voted for by their councillor colleagues.

Town Councillors sit on various committees to direct the work of the Town Council.

18 Town Councillors are elected to serve their town by the electorate of Bridport. Councillors are elected for a four year term of office (2007-2011.)

Bridport has two wards, Bridport North and Bridport South, each represented by 9 councillors 

All councillors can claim a small specified annual allowance for their duties if they so wish. The Mayor has an allowance enabling him to carry out his civic duties in Bridport and as Bridport’s representative at civic events across the county.

The Mayor represents the Council at Civic engagements and is the Chairman of the Council.  Cllr Geoffrey Ackerman is Town Mayor for the Civic Year ending 19 May 2011 and he is supported by the Deputy Mayor Cllr Maggie Ray.

Cllr Dave Rickard is the Leader of the Council who represents the Council at policy level negotiations and acts as the official spokesman on contentious issues.
