CLIMATE CHANGE STRATEGY – UPDATE FOLLOWING CONSULTATION

COMMUNITY JUSTICE PANELS


Consideration was given to a report of the Town Clerk, ENCL: 2157. 

Members welcomed the feasibility study prepared by West Dorset District Council. It was agreed that a stakeholders meeting should be held as proposed and advice should be sought as to which organisations should be invited to that meeting.

As proposed, the stakeholders meeting would need to discuss the level of support from partners for the scheme and additional funding sources. It was noted that whilst the Committee could indicate its support for the proposals, the level of funding from partners would be discussed further and there would be a need to clarify the funding levels required.
RESOLVED: that the next steps proposed in the Community Justice Panel feasibility study be supported including, firstly, to establish a stakeholder meeting to explore the following issues:

· the level of local support for the scheme and funding sources.

· future liaison with other relevant agencies and local councils.

and to support a proposed application by West Dorset District Council for Local Area Agreement funding for a one year pilot scheme in West Dorset.
