11.      2006 REVIEW OF ON STREET PARKING

           Consideration was given to the Town Surveyor’s report, ENCL: 1520.

           RECOMMENDED: that the request for residents parking at Bedford Place and the introduction of double yellow lines at the east end of Folly Mill Lane be supported and that the Dorset County Council be asked to include them in their next review of parking for Bridport.

12.      BRIDPORT PARK AND RIDE – DESKTOP FEASIBILITY
           Consideration was given to the Town Surveyor’s report, ENCL: 1527. Members felt that there was merit in investigating further the proposal for some form of park and ride scheme for Saturdays during the summer holiday period. 

           RESOLVED: that the Town Surveyor undertakes further investigations on the provision of a Saturday Park and Ride Scheme and report back to a future meeting of this sub committee.

HIGHWAY MATTERS


Consideration was given to the following highway matters: -  

(a) Review of Waiting Restrictions for Bridport 2005/2006, ENCL: 1532    

The sub committee gave detailed consideration of the above proposals.

RECOMMENDED: that;

(i) The Dorset County Council be advised that the Town Council approves Proposals 1- 6 and 8 – 15,

(ii) The Dorset County Council be advised that the Town Council does not support Proposal 7,

(iii) The provision of no waiting for Wanderwell near its junction with West Bay Road be added to the schedule and included in the 2005/2006 proposals.

(b) Review of Waiting Restrictions for Bridport 2005/2006, ENCL: 1533    

RESOLVED: that the correspondence with Cllr D.R. Tett in his capacity as a district councillor be noted.

(c)
Victoria Grove Petition – Results of Traffic Survey ENCL: 1534. 
RESOLVED: that the results be noted and that a copy of the full survey results be requested from the Dorset County Council.   

(d) School Crossing Patrol Survey, Beaminster Road, ENCL: 1535
                 The town council had previously supported the provision of a crossing at this location but the Dorset County Council were of a view that there were insufficient students crossing this road to justify a formal crossing. However, the criteria has recently been amended and the previous request for a crossing is now under consideration.

                 RESOLVED: that the report be noted.

           (e) Footways in Bridport, ENCL: 1536

                  RESOLVED: that the report be noted.

           (f) West Street Taxi Rank, ENCL; 1537

                 RESOLVED: the current situation be noted and that Cllr A.L.G. Harrison suggestion concerning the Somerfield car park be forwarded to the West Dorset District Council for their consideration.

           (g) A35 Miles Cross, Bridport, ENCL: 1538
                RECOMMENDED: that the town council continues to press the Highways Agency for urgent remedial action to reduce the number of accidents on this trunk road.

           (h) B3162 West Street/Tannery Road Mini Roundabout, ENCL: 1539

                The Dorset County Council advised that there is insufficient carriageway width to allow a lane line without moving the existing pedestrian refuge and would also compromise the left and right turn manoeuvres by HGV’s and buses into Tannery Lane. They may be a possibility that this could be undertaken as a ‘minor scheme.’

                 RESOLVED: that the report be noted.

COMMUNICATIONS

           The Town Clerk reported:

            (a) North Street / Rax Lane: The enhancement of the road markings at this junction had recently been undertaken by the Dorset County Council following a request from the town council.

           (b)
The ‘Bridport Hopper’ Ring and Ride Service: WATAG advised that this successful service unfortunately has had to be terminated due to lack of continuing funding.

(c) Transport Fares to Poole General Hospital: Dorset Health Scrutiny Committee had responded by advising that there is no right to free or subsidised transport, although there was the use of the Hospital Care Service, which for patients in receipt of certain benefits was free. The Hospital Trust continues to subsidise journeys by £100 per journey. It was therefore not possible for the cap of £36 per week to be reinstated. 

            (d) B3157 Weymouth to Bridport Coast Road – Repair Works:  The Dorset County Council advised that they had re-looked at the day to day operation of the works and have adjusted the planned machinery movements so as to keep them to a minimum. There will be no works during the half term holiday.

DOCUMENTS LAID ON THE TABLE
Councillors considered a report of the Town Clerk, ENCL. 1497. Attention was drawn to the existence of Dorset County Council’s Provisional Local Transport Plan which the town council has not yet received a copy but was apparently in circulation. Members concluded that they would wish to make comment on this matter recognising that the plan was 161 pages.
