The Town Surveyor reported receipt of the following letters: -

(a) From Cllr Ms C.L. Clare re the Jurassic Pier at West Bay. 

      RESOLVED: that the West Dorset District Council be made aware of the Town Council’s concerns regarding pier jumping, cycling and skateboarding and to request that WDDC put measures in place to prevent these activities and enforce them.

(b) From West Bay Homes Ltd requesting that their development in Forty Foot Way be renamed The Boardwalk. 

      RESOLVED: that the originally agreed name of Driftwood be upheld.

(c) From Dorset County Council informing Councillors that the work on the St Mary’s Footbridge is due to commence on 8 August 2005 and will last for approximately one week.

(d) From Dorset County Council to note that the 20mph zone work, lasting ten weeks, will commence on 25 July 2005 and in earnest on 1 August 2005, once the school holiday period has begun. A road closure will be in place for two weeks from 
22 August 2005 but will allow traffic flow in one direction only. Access to the Bridport Leisure Centre will be maintained within the diversions.

(e) The Leader of the Council raised the issue of a licence application by The Woodman Inn, due to heard on 13 July 2005. 

      RESOLVED: that a copy of the recent letter by the Town Clerk to the licensing officer be copied to the Chairman and Chief Executive of West Dorset District Council.
