COMMUNICATIONS
The Town Clerk reported receipt of the following letters: -

(a) B3157 Weymouth to Bridport Coast Road: The Dorset County Council advised that further works are to be undertaken during October 2005 on this road. They advised that although night time working proved successful in terms of minimal disruption, the quality of finished surface was not attained and it caused a nuisance to those residents adjacent to where the works were undertaken. Consequently they were seeking views on the works to be undertaken next month.

      RESOLVED: that the Dorset County Council be advised the town council would wish to see maximum publicity, minimum time delays when machinery was being moved and that works be restricted to off peak times,      

(b) Proposed Zebra Crossing, North Allington, Bridport:  The Dorset County Council advised that following presentations made by the town council, they proposed to provide a new pedestrian crossing at North Allington in October 2005,

(c) Magdalen Bridge: Structural Strengthening and Parapet Replacement: The Dorset County Council advised that work on the bridge would commence on 5 September 2005 and be completed on 2 October 2005. They had also written to people with property in the vicinity,

(d) West Bay Harbour and Piers: West Dorset District Council advised that they shared the concerns expressed by the town council. They were considering employing a security firm to act as a deterrent and taking action under current byelaws but did point out that jumping into the harbour and into the sea had been going on for generations. They would welcome any suggestions on controlling rule breakers.
