PUBLIC FORUM

           The Chairman, Cllr Mrs C.A. Murless advised that she had heard that this application had been withdrawn but the town council has not been notified to date. Mr & Mrs Small and Mr Russell had heard the same. The Chairman invited them to make any comments they would wish to place before the committee.
           Mr & Mrs Small spoke against application A1/5 and considered the proposal to be out of character with their locality and felt that the design guidelines had been totally ignored. Mr Small advised that there was a covenant which stipulated that only bungalows would be built on the southern edge of their small cul-de-sac and what was being proposed was more like a house than a bungalow.

           Mr Russell spoke against application A1/5 and supported the points being made by Mr & Mrs Small. He was against the glass tower coming out from the roof space but he understood that this was being omitted from the revised design, which will be re-submitted.

Members found the lack of accompanying papers or information from WDDC to be unhelpful.
