PLANNING DECISIONS
      The Town Clerk reported for information, the planning decisions received relating to applications previously considered by the Committee, ENCL.1551. Members discussed the non-acceptance of the views expressed by the town council by WDDC and what could be done to improve the situation. Government pressure to speed up the process meant that WDDC Development Control Committee considered fewer applications and there was extensive delegation to planning officers.

      Cllr C.D. Wild drew attention to the crossover between planning and licensing applications and that the respective committees of WDDC have recently expected each other to deal with the issues. In future the town council will need in addition to registering its objection, to also if appropriate, consider recommending conditions and restrictions of usage.
