HIGHWAYS AND TRANSPORTATION SUB COMMITTEE

           Concern was expressed about the lack of Speed Cameras in the safety proposals for the Miles Cross section of the A35 drawn up by Connect working on behalf of the Highways Agency.  It was also considered that an additional pedestrian crossing was urgently needed for Sea Road South.

DORSET COUNTY COUNCIL: DRAFT STATEMENT OF COMMUNITY INVOLVEMENT

COMMUNICATIONS
The Town Clerk reported:

(a) Tree Work Applications: WDDC advised that they had changed the way in which it deals with tree work applications and that a copy of the new protocol will be sent out to all parish councils in due course. 

Regarding application CA/06/00111 which involved the removal of lower branches of 3 No Sycamores at Coneygar Hill, the Town Surveyor advised that this work had arisen as a result of a request to the Millennium Green Trust and that he had recommended the proposed tree work.

 RESOLVED: that the new way of dealing with tree works be noted and that WDDC be advised that there are no objections to the proposed tree works CA/06/00111.

(b) Brit Valley Camp Site: Cllr Mrs G.L. Fifield had written to WDDC and was concerned with the reply which seemed to infer that a permanent toilet block could be built without the recourse of obtaining planning permission. There were also queries in respect of the Licensing arrangements for the site and how the relevant authorities were monitoring the usage, 

      RESOLVED: that a letter be sent to WDDC requesting clarification on these matters.

(c) 94A and 94B East Street: WDDC and Cllr D.R. Tett had written to advise that Certificates of Lawful Use had now been granted. Previously the applications had been refused. 94A falls within Use Class B1 and 94B use Classes B1 & B2. 

(d) 70B South Street: WDDC had written to advise that as the building is deemed no longer to be listed, the previous refusal of Listed Building Consent is considered to be of no effect. Accordingly, WDDC would be prepared to re-consider their view on the proposed external alternations.
