COMMUNICATIONS
The Town Clerk reported:

(a) West Dorset District Local Plan Review: The Inspector’s Report - WDDC has provided a complimentary copy of the Inspector’s Report, which is available for member’s inspection. The report can also be viewed on line at www.dorsetforyou.com and at the District Council Offices at Mountfield.

Cllr C.D. Wild outlined the process that will be followed and that WDDC will shortly be deciding the areas, which they may wish to contest the Inspector findings. He suggested that the town council’s response could be compiled by delegating the task to a small working party formed from this committee. A meeting with WDDC would be needed to identify some of the common issues, which may require commenting upon.

RESOLVED: that a meeting be arranged with WDDC and a working group comprising the Leader of the Town Council, Vice Chair of this Committee (other town councillors are welcome to join the group) and the Town Clerk be delegated to deal with any issues arising from the Inspector’s Report.

(b) West Dorset District Council: Draft Private Sector Housing Policy 2006 – WDDC have produced a draft report for private sector housing stock and any comments should be made by 3 March 2006. The Town Clerk would make available a copy of the report for any member interested in this topic.
RESOLVED: that the Town Clerk co-ordinate any comments from town councillors. 

(c) Appeal under Section78 Town and Country Planning Act 1990 – WDDC have advised that an appeal has been lodged with the Planning Inspectorate against their refusal of the application in connection with 70B South Street. The Town Council had also objected to the application.
