Councillor P.J. Lathey declared a personal and prejudicial interest in application A1/9, Flaxhayes, as a member of the Flaxhayes Stakeholders’ Panel. He left the room while the item was discussed and the decision taken.

Cllr R.C. Kayes declared a personal and prejudicial interest in application A1/9, Flaxhayes, as a member of the Flaxhayes Stakeholders’ Panel. She spoke in the public forum, as allowed for in the Code of Conduct, and then left the meeting. She was therefore not in the room when this application was considered.

Councillor P.J. Lathey declared a personal interest in application A1/5, former Ambulance Station as an employee of the Ambulance service.
