BRIDPORT MARKET

This historic market, which comprises some 100 stalls selling antiques, bric-a-brac, crafts, flowers & plants and clothing & hardware, is held on Wednesdays and Saturdays in the three main streets in the centre of  the town.
 The Saturday market has added bric-a-brac and antique stalls in lower South Street and is particularly popular with both buyers and sellers!
Some traders are able to park on the street immediately at the back of their pitch. On road parking is dependent on the Highway regulations for the site.
