PLANNING DECISIONS
The Town Clerk reported for information, the planning decisions received relating to 

applications previously considered by the Committee, ENCL.1668. 

RESOLVED: that 

(i) the report be noted,
(ii) regarding applications 1/W/06/845 and 1/W/06/846L, West Dorset District Council be asked why they have stopped supporting the Town Council on projecting signs, and

(iii) to ask West Dorset District Council why the Imran restaurant in East Street has an illuminated display, without having apparently been through the planning process, in spite of having been notified of its existence by the Town Council in July 2006. 

The Leader of the Council advised that in respect of application 1/W/06/820, Priory Gardens, Priory Lane, the new Local Plan had been adopted by West Dorset District Council, with no further challenge.

COMMUNICATIONS
The Office Manager reported receipt of the following: -

(a) Freight Transfer Hub – Clyst, Honiton: A meeting of the A35 Communities’ Initiative will be held at Mountfield at 6.30 pm on Thursday 2 November 2006. Councillors welcomed the opportunity for formal discussion, as important transport and environmental issues need to be addressed. 

RESOLVED: that further information be sought from both Dorset County Council and East Devon District Council in advance of the meeting.

(b) Footpath 20: A letter dated 12 September 2006 from Dorset County Council, stating that this footpath, unused for many years, which ran parallel and to the east of the current bridleway/footpath, is to be extinguished. The proposal was supported.

(c) Fun Fair, West Bay: A letter dated 22 September 2006 from West Dorset District Council regarding the preparation of a certificate of lawfulness. Members considered if both the hatched area on the plan was accurate and if 1st July to 1st September was an appropriate length of time, based upon the usage of the last ten years.

RESOLVED: that;

(i) The period of occupation be 40-45 days, within the suggested dates,

(ii) In practice, the southern boundary may encroach further than shown by the hatched area and this may need monitoring. Should perhaps be 25 metres from the Riverside fence,

(iii) The area is a site of special scientific interest that contains rare grass and that English Nature are consulted for its safeguarding, and

(iv) Any certificate issued be solely for the current operator, with a review to be undertaken should the operator change.

The Leader of the Council updated members in respect of the scalloping in Lyme Bay. He became aware, following discussions with the Chairman of the Fisherman’s Association, that a voluntary agreement is in place whereby the scalloping boats avoid the area. Discussions are also taking place between the Southern and Devon Fisheries Committees, considering implementing a ban between Berry Head and Portland. The support of the Town Council in highlighting this issue was noted.
