PUBLIC FORUM


Mr Mark Beed spoke against the application for 59 South Street, citing loss of amenities, light and privacy.

Mrs Samantha Ciampa spoke against the development of 179, Pymore Road on the basis of loss of light.


Mr Paul Edwards spoke against the proposal for 163, Victoria Grove on the basis of 
pedestrian safety.

Mr Gavin Maxwell, on behalf of the Bridport and Lyme Regis Health Alliance, reiterated previous concerns asserting that insufficient time had been spent considering the need for alternative medical usage of the former Medical Centre. 

Ms Catherine Searle wished to see the preservation of the bus and coach station in relation to the proposals to develop the South West Quadrant and to maintain and improve the current level of usage.

Mr David Tett, speaking as a member of the public, hoped that the committee would be fully supportive of the proposal to build the replacement SEN Mountjoy School.

SOUTH WEST QUADRANT – FOR INFORMATION

Mr Ken Morgan and Mr Paul Harrington of Morgan Carey Architects, with Dr David 
Evans and Sally Lloyd-Jacobs of West Dorset District Council gave a presentation 
regarding the proposals for Bridport’s South West Quadrant and took questions from 
members.



Members expressed a range of concerns, including security of tenure and storage 
space for business tenants; the level of affordable housing provision and the issue of 
retaining the affordable housing within the community; the need to find a site for the 
indoor skatepark; traffic access at the junction with West Street; cyclepaths, and the 
need for proper and adequate provision for buses and bus passengers.



The Chairman of the committee, Cllr Ms R.C. Kayes, thanked them for making a very 
informative and helpful presentation.


RESOLVED: that a special meeting of the full town council be requested to allow town 
councillors to consider this matter further.
