TREE WORK APPLICATIONS

The Town Clerk reported for information, tree work applications received ENCL: 2254. 

The Town Surveyor also reported on the urgent tree work needed on some trees in Coneygar Road. The County Council had recently carried out inspections on five trees near Bridport Primary School. Two required only ivy removal, another a 30% crown reduction, but two had to be felled to ground level, as they were significantly impaired and considered to be a threat to both the highway and the adjacent primary school. Both of the felled trees would be replaced. The County Council considered this work to be urgent. 

The Town Surveyor also said that he had no objections to the proposed tree works listed in the report in Victoria Grove and Downe Hall.

RESOLVED: that the tree work applications received be noted and the comments of the Town Surveyor on the applications in Victoria Grove and Downe Hall be endorsed.

LICENSING APPLICATION - LIDL

Consideration was given to a report of the Town Clerk, ENCL: 2272.
