APOLOGIES
Apologies for absence were submitted on behalf of Cllrs J.D. Hunt, M.P. Parsons and C.D. Wild.

MINUTES

DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST
Councillor Ms S.J. Williams declared a personal and prejudicial interest in applications A1/1 and A1/2, 1699 and 1700L, 86 South Street as a neighbour of the applicant and left the room while the discussion took place and the decision was made.

Councillor Ms R.C. Kayes declared that all members of the committee have an interest in respect of application A1/4, 1722, land adjacent Priory Lane, as the Town Council is the applicant. The committee would therefore not be commenting on this application.

COMMUNICATIONS
The Town Surveyor reported: -
(a) Application for Road Closure Order - South Street, Bridport
The committee supported the application.


(b) Sureline Bus Company consultation on Service 73 Maiden Newton – Bridport received from the Western Area Transport Action Group (WATAG).
The deadline for the consultation process prevented this matter being considered at the Highways and Transportation Sub Committee meeting to be held later this month.

The Committee were presented with three options for consideration, as follows: -

Option A: Continue to depart from Maiden Newton at 0730 but no longer serve Bradpole Village and on arriving in Bridport only serve Bridport Hospital on request.  The request facility to serve Bridport Medical Centre, Bridport Leisure Centre and St. Mary’s School would be withdrawn;

Option B: Depart from Maiden Newton at 0720 and then operate 10 minutes earlier throughout.  Bradpole Village would continue to be served and this journey would also be able to continue serving Bridport Hospital, Bridport Medical Centre, Bridport Leisure Centre and St. Mary’s School on request.  Children travelling on this journey to Colfox School would, however, now arrive at 0808 which is significantly earlier than the school start time of 0845.
Option C: Depart from Maiden Newton at 0725 and then operate 5 minutes earlier throughout but no longer serve Bradpole Village.  On arriving in Bridport the return journey would then be scheduled to depart from Bridport Frosts at 0830 (rather than Nationwide Building Society depart 0840) and then serve Bridport Hospital, Bridport Medical Centre, Bridport Leisure Centre and St. Mary’s School on request.  If this journey was required to serve either Bridport Leisure Centre or St. Mary’s School this return journey to Maiden Newton would then operate via Sea Road South to the roundabout with Sea Road North, East Street and A35.  
The Committee agreed to support Option B, which is also the WATAG preferred option.
