MINUTES

COMMUNICATIONS

The Town Clerk reported that:
(a)
As the Committee was now looking at the plans on line at the meeting, the District Council would no longer be sending hard copies to the Town Council. Hard copies would still be available to view at the District Council’s Area Office in Mountfield and these plans would, as usual, be available to view in the Committee room prior to the Plans Committee. The District Council had commended the Town Council on using the web site to view the plans.
(b)
The concerns of the Committee regarding the security shutters on West One in West Street had been passed to the owners, Punch Taverns. However, they had indicated that they were unable to do anything as this was the responsibility of the security firm they use. The Committee asked that further representations be made emphasising that members did not feel that the shutters were appropriate and that they gave the wrong impression of the area. It was hoped that they would only be temporary and that the premises would soon re-open, but it was not known when this would happen and the shutters should be replaced. 
(c)
The Committee said that it had no objections to signage off St Swithins Road directing people to the respite residential homes in Bullens Mead. This would allow easier access for the emergency services. However, the signage would need to be agreed by County Highways.
