A35 (CHIDEOCK TO MILES CROSS JUNCTION)
A new speed limit order, ENCL: 2181, was considered by councillors.

Members noted the proposal and that the part of the road affected was outside the Bridport parish boundaries. However, it was generally felt that there would now be too many varied speed limits along the A35 from Chideock to Bridport and it would be preferable to consider maintaining the proposed 40 mph limit to at least beyond the Miles Cross Junction.
