WEST BAY ROAD CAR PARK
The Town Clerk reported for information that the District Council’s Executive, at its meeting on 10 March, was being recommended to approve a less elaborate night time closure scheme for the car park using field gates, like the Melplash showground. There would be a local arrangement for the gates to be opened in the morning and closed at night.
Members noted the proposals and generally welcomed the less elaborate scheme, but expressed some concerns that the problem of “boy racers” could be just moved elsewhere. It was asked that the impact of the closure be reviewed at any early stage and that efforts continue to address the underlying causes of the nuisance and to assess whether the problem was being moved elsewhere.
