BRIDPORT PARK AND RIDE REPORT BACK
The Town Surveyor reported that he was to meet with the Highways Agency to discuss their concerns about highway signage for the Park and Ride. In line with the decision of the Finance and General Purposes Committee, he would be going out to tender to run the service later this month.

BRIDPORT TOWN CENTRE TRAFFIC PROPOALS

Members discussed the report and commented on the following matters:
· it was confirmed that there would be time restrictions on when the loading bays could be used.

· the feasibility of looking at a "shared space" scheme would need to be discussed with the County Council.
· it was asked that if the CCTV cameras were used to identify parking offences which lead to fines, would any proceeds come to the Town Council as it part funded the cameras? This would be looked at and reported back.

· it was noted that a decision was still awaited from the Highways Agency on the planting schemes for the A35 roundabouts. It was hoped that this would be resolved soon.
