COMMUNICATIONS
The Town Clerk reported that:
(a) Highway Works Publication Strategy: Dorset County Council has advised that this strategy is now available on line and can be found at www.dorsetforyou.com/roadsconsultation,

(b) Skilling Hill/ West Bay Road/ Morrison’s Junction: Dorset County Council has advised that it is their intention to upgrade this junction. A new programme will be used to manage the traffic flow more efficiently. Further discussions will be held with the store management over the queue of vehicles waiting to use the petrol filling station. They are also looking to upgrade the pedestrian crossing to nearside Puffin crossing facilities. It is envisaged that the works programme will commence around the middle of September 2007,
(c) Code of Conduct Issue: West Dorset District Council responded to the concerns expressed by this committee at its last meeting and the letter sent by the Town Surveyor. The District Council’s Standards Committee on 28 March 2007 applied the sanction of censure to the two councillors involved and that they be required to undertake appropriate training with the Monitoring Officer by no later than 26 April 2007,

(d) Dredging at West Bay: West Dorset District Council advised that dredging works will commence today and will involve two diggers and dump trucks moving the sand along the promenade area to West Beach. The sand has been tested and found suitable to be put on West Beach. There may be possible night working due to tide times.
