Mr Beed spoke on behalf of his family and advised that they opposed planning applications A1/4 and A1/5. He objected to the overdevelopment in an already densely populated area of South Street and considered that it would be intrusive and adversely affect his amenity and other adjoining properties. The raising of the wall from 3m to 5m to create a second storey will block all direct sunlight to their garden for 10 months of the year. The development also places further pressure on residents parking.

(i) Petrol Filling Station, East Road: Notification of a planning application had been received in today’s post which it was felt was too short a notice for proper consideration by this committee and WDDC have been informed that the town council will examine the application at the next meeting of this committee on 19 March 2007,
(ii) Priory Gardens, Priory Lane: WDDC have advised that the appeal against their planning refusal is to proceed by way of a Public Inquiry on 27 March 2007 at the Wessex Hotel Dorchester and is likely to last 2 days. Cllr C D Wild will attend the inquiry as the town council’s representative.
      (iii) Naming of Properties: Cadoh Ltd have submitted names for two properties in Globe Lane and East Street, namely Globe House, Foundry Cottage and Dove Inn cottage.

 RESOLVED: that the two properties be named Globe House and Foundry Cottage.
 (iv) Footpath Nos. 22 and 40: Following on from Minute 74 (a) (ii), 22/1/07, Cllr Mrs C L Clare advised that the proposal to delete the footpath which runs from the kissing gate running N. Easterly to the private access road and then easterly to West Bay Road had been refused by the DCC Roads and Rights of Way Committee. In respect of Footpath 22, the definitive statement be amended to clarify its position and width.
