DORSET MINERALS AND WASTE DEVELOPMENT FRAMEWORK:  CONSULTATION – DRAFT STATEMENT OF COMMUNITY INVOLVEMENT
Councillors considered ENCL: 1708. Cllr C.D. Wild, speaking in his capacity as Chairman of BLAP, advised that the Partnership would be considering this matter through their planning group and suggested that members could forward any comments they may have to this group. The Town Clerk concurred, as this would avoid duplication of effort in this matter.

COMMUNICATIONS
(a) Review of Parking Charges: Consideration was given to a WDDC letter concerning Second Year Charges, ENCL: 1709. Members expressed their concerns as to the inference in the letter that the second year increases had been compiled after consultation with the town council, which was clearly not the case. They considered the latest inordinately high increases in the long stay charges would hit the most vulnerable and needy very hard and that the WDDC strategy was completely flawed. Furthermore, members were worried about the detrimental impact of the increased charges on businesses and their employees in Bridport and West Bay. 

RESOLVED: that the Town Clerk writes to WDDC expressing the Town Council’s concerns at the second year increases to car park charges.

(b) The Town Clerk reported receipt of the following: -

(i) Mobile Phone Operators Annual Rollout Plans 2006/2007: WDDC advised that the rollout plans can be viewed at their website www.dorsetforyou.com,

(ii) Enforcement Notice-Material Change of Use: WDDC has issued an enforcement notice concerning the siting of a mobile home being used for residential purposes at the Broomhills Farm site,

(iii) Appeal- Priory Gardens 1/W/06/000820: WDDC advised that an appeal has been lodged with the Planning Inspectorate against their refusal of the planning application in connection with above.

RESOLVED: that the Town Council make an additional comment to its previous representations in respect of the site’s Historic Garden status and that Cllr C.D. Wild attendance at the Planning Inquiry be approved.

(iv) Local Development Framework Presentation: The Town Clerk reminded members of the presentation being made by WDDC at the Pavilion, Bridport Leisure Centre at 7:00pm on 4 December 2006.
