BRIDPORT PARK AND RIDE
Consideration was given to a report of the Town Surveyor, ENCL: 1786. The members were of a view that as this would be only the second year that the service was being run, it should be viewed as an experimental pilot. The Town Clerk advised that approval from the West Dorset District Council was still awaited following the meeting that he and the Town Surveyor had with their officers in April 2007.
RECOMMENDED: that the 2007 Park and Ride service from West Bay to Bridport be provided for an eight week period during the 2007 Summer Holiday period and that the implementation of the scheme be approved, as outlined in the Town Surveyor’s report.

HIGHWAY MATTERS


Consideration was given to the following highway matters: -

Knightstone Rise pedestrian refuge, ENCL: 1787 
RESOLVED: that the letter of reply from Dorset County Council be noted.
(b) Folly Mill Lane narrow pavement, ENCL: 1788. 

RESOLVED: that the points raised in this letter be supported and that the matter be drawn to the attention of the Dorset County Council by the Town Surveyor.

Speed Indicator Device, West Bay Road, ENCL: 1789.


 RESOLVED: that the provision of a Solar / Wind powered Vehicle Activated Sign for West Bay Road by the Dorset County Council be welcomed and supported. 
(d) Town Hall junction crossings, ENCL: 1790.

 RESOLVED: that the provision of a loading and unloading bay in East Street and the sequencing of the traffic lights be raised with the Dorset County Council by the Town Surveyor.

COMMUNICATIONS

           The Town Clerk reported:

(a) Traffic Calming, St Catherine’s School: There had been a suggestion that there was a need for traffic calming measures in the vicinity of this school. However, on discussion it was considered that this would not be appropriate, but in general there would be support for the provision of SID’s and a 20mph limit. This would need to be brought up at a future meeting of this sub committee,
(b) Central Motors 118B St. Andrews Road: West Dorset District Council had written to advise that they would be investigating an alleged breach of planning control at this address following the town council drawing their attention to the matter,
            (c) Residents’ Parking, Garden Close: Dorset County Council had written to advise that they would add this proposal to the waiting list of Dorset roads for residents parking,
(d) Restructuring of Highway Client Services: Dorset County Council had written to advise that they were restructuring their client services and as a result there will be two teams dealing with highway issues for the county area and that Nigel Hamer, Area Highways Manager West was the new contact person for the town council,
           (e) Variable Message Signing of Car Parks: West Dorset District Council had written to advise that the Dorset Engineering Consultancy designed sign improvement scheme had passed the Stage 1/2 Road Safety Audit and orders for these signs have been placed. They envisaged that the signs would be in use at the end of July 2007.
