Up to three representatives from each town/parish council has been invited to a presentation on the new planning system on Monday 4 December at 7:00pm Pavilion, Bridport Leisure Centre. Following this presentation there is to be a consultation workshop on 19 January 2007 at Herrison Hall, Charlton Down from 9:30am – 4:00pm.

(b) Certificate of Lawfulness for the Operation of a Fun fair: WDDC advised that they have issued the certificate of lawfulness to the applicant but it was not possible by way of issuing the certificate to control the person who operates the fair, nor whether it impinges on the SSSI.

(c) DCC Submission Draft Statement of Community Involvement: DCC have given advance warning of the publication of the above document and there will be a period of formal consultation from 16 November 2006 to 29 December 2006.   

(d) Appeal - 3 Albany Place, St. Andrews Road, Bridport: WDDC advised that an appeal had been lodged with the Planning Inspectorate against their refusal of the above application. The appeal will proceed by way of written representation.
