LICENSING - MORRISONS

Councillors considered a report of the Town Clerk, ENCL: 2309.

The Town Clerk reported that there had been one objection from a local resident and that was to be withdrawn, if Morrison’s gave an undertaking to remove litter from the bank near the store. Morrison’s had also responded to the Town Council’s comments and discussions had taken place with Licensing Officers, in relation to the grounds on which an objection could be made. These had to relate to the licensing objectives and it was understood that the question of the need for a licence was not something that could be considered.

Members generally felt that, bearing in mind that Morrison’s were prepared to give an undertaking on litter and that it was understood that the local resident objection was to be withdrawn, the Committee would agree to withdraw its representation. This would be on the basis that the litter issue was addressed and bearing in mind that Morrison’s operate a Task 25 Scheme to prevent the sale of alcohol to young people. Also the Committee was aware that it was restricted on the grounds that it could object, as the licence was not yet in use. It would hope that if the extended hours were used, that the operation would be monitored to see what the impact would be. Members still retained their concern about the need for the extended hours and would like it re-iterated that it did not feel that these hours were necessary but recognised that the current Licensing Policy and Act made it difficult to object on these grounds. 
RESOLVED: that for the reasons given above, the representations in respect of the Morrison’s application be withdrawn.
