(a) The response from Mr John Greenslade of West Dorset District Council to the Plans Committee query in relation to 2 Magdalen Lane, which advised that their policy was to treat each application on its merits and it, was a question of weighing the potential contribution of renewable energy sources against the potentially adverse effects, such as the character and appearance of listed buildings. 
2 Magdalen Lane is a grade II listed building within the Bridport Conservation Area and the existing solar panel was overtly large scale and formed a visually incongruous feature.
(b) the West Dorset District Local Plan had been adopted and a copy was available for reference at the Mountfield offices.
