ELECTION OF CHAIRMAN

PUBLIC FORUM

Simon Williams from the St Andrews Road Residents Association addressed the Committee in respect of application A5/681 - Unit 2B, Gore Cross Business Park – proposed ambulance station. He had concerns regarding the location and the response times to emergencies in the centre of town and along the A35 and felt that there were better potential sites closer to the A35 roundabout.

Cllr Ms R.C. Kayes had to declare a personal and prejudicial interest in applications A16/746 Hounsell Building - change of use for a skills centre and A17/738 Flaxhayes Field north of Fouracre Close - construct 3 new dwellings. She would have to leave the room for both items. Cllr Ms R.C. Kayes spoke in the Public Forum, as allowed in the Code of Conduct, and asked the Committee to support both applications.
