PUBLIC FORUM

raised concerns about potential noise impacts on neighbouring properties particularly
during evening hours and suggested that Bridport Town Council respond to request the
use of a smaller fan to help mitigate the noise.

Caroline highlighted some of the amendments and explained that the proposed
amendments to the Regulation 14 document are minimal, erring on the side of caution
to ensure it remains a light touch review. Symondsbury Parish Council has approved
the amendments. Clir Anne Rickard expressed thanks to all involved in the work of
the Bridport Area Neighbourhood Plan.
