
  

TEMPORARY CLOSURE OF THE ESPLANADE, WEST BAY FOR DOCBIKE MOTORCYCLE RIDE
OUT

DORSET COUNCIL has made an Order under Section 16A of the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984 to prohibit the use of
the following roads by cyclists, horse riders and all mechanically propelled vehicles, except mobility scooters and
powered wheelchairs in class 2 and 3, those taking part in the event and emergency vehicles, to facilitate a public
event on the highway. 

On Saturday 20 June 2026 between 0600 and 1100.

The effect of this Order will be:

[1]  To impose a temporary road closure on THE ESPLANADE, WEST BAY in its entirety.
